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rerainan gumi: Holy days regulated by the Pawukon calendar that are
celebrated island-wide, including, but not limited to those included in this
glossary (Galungan, Hari Saraswati, Pagerwesi, Tumpek).

Saka: Name of the Balinese luni-solar calendar, which was diffused from
India and dates back to 78CE. Consisting of 12 lunar months (sasih), it
regulates a number of important holy days and ceremonies which fall on
or around full moons and new moons.

sanggah: Term for various kinds of shrines and alters, as well as the walled
ancestor temples, filled with shrines, found in Balinese commoner homes
(known as merajan in high caste family homes).

sasih: Lunar months of the Saka calendar year, consisting of 12 months of
29 or 30 days each, whose names refer to their numerical order, except for
the last two months, which have retained names of Sanskrit origin: 1. Kasa;
2. Karo; 3. Katiga; 4. Kapat; 5. Kalima; 6. Kaenam; 7. Kapitu; 8. Kawulu; 9.
Kasanga; 10. Kadasa: 11. Jyaistha (or Jhista or Desta); and 12. Asadha (or
Sadha).

teruna: A term used to designate unmarried men and adolescent boys.

tika: Charts, carved of wood or painted on cloth, made to visualise and
facilitate the reading of the Pawukon calendar. Most tika show all 30 weeks
of the calendar cycle, using different codes in the individual boxes of the
chart to focus attention on important conjunctions and particular patterns
of repetition in the multiple, various-sized “weeks” that make up the
calendar.

Tilem: The new moon.
tithi: The lunar days of the month in the Saka calendar.

Tumpek: The conjunction of Saniscara (Saturday) and Kliwon of the five-
day week, an important conjunction day that occurs six times in each
Pawukon cycle, each dedicated to honouring different things, including
cattle and other livestock; musical instruments, masks, costumes and
other theatre accessories; metal objects and weapons; trees and plants;
visiting ancestors; and shadow puppet theatre.

urip: Sacred or magical numbers assigned to elements of the pangider-ider,
including elements of the calendar system.

usaba: Generic term for festivals/ceremonies related to agriculture. Also
the term used, together with the name of a lunar month, to identify
specific ceremonial cycles in Tenganan Pegeringsingan, based upon the
month in the Tenganan calendar in which the ceremonies fall. So, for
example, Usaba Sambah is a month-long cycle of ceremonies held in the
month called Kelima or Sambah.

Wariga: Body of esoteric knowledge pertaining to the Balinese calendar
and calendar-based divination, inscribed on various palm-leaf manuscripts
(lontar). This knowledge is held by specialists whom Balinese people
consult when planning special events and activities.

Watugunung: Main protagonist of the incest myth that accounts for the
origin of the Pawukon calendar, and hence, the lord of the calendar and the
culture hero of/bringer of civilisation to Bali, as well as being the name of
the last week of the Pawukon cycle.

wewaran: System of warg, or “weeks”, ranging from one to ten days
long, which run concurrently through each 210-day Pawukon cycle:
Ekawara (one day); Dwiwara (two days); Triwara (three days); Caturwara:
(four days); Pancawara (five days); Sadwara (six days); Saptawara (seven
days); Astawara (eight days); Sangawara (nine days), Dasawara (ten
days). Each day of each wara has particular sacred correspondences and
characteristics, so that their conjunctions on a given day determine its
character and auspiciousness.

wuku: Title of the royal characters in the Watugunung incest myth that
explains the origins of the Pawukon calendar, whose names are also those
of the 30 seven-day weeks of this calendar: Sinta, Landep, Ukir (Wukir),
Kulantir, Taulu (Tolu), Gumbreg, Wariga, Warigadian, Julungwangi,
Sungsang, Dungulan, Kuningan, Langkir, Medangsia, Pujut, Pahang,
Krulut, Merakih, Tambir, Medangkungan, Matal, Uye, Menail, Prangbakat,
Bala, Ugu, Wayang, Kulawu, Dukut, and Watugunung.

yadnya: The ceremonies conducted in all rites of passage and on all holy
days, which consist of five categories addressed to different beings and
levels of reality, as follows: buta yadnya (for demons/earthly forces),
dewa yadnya (for deities/divine forces), manusa yadnya (for living human
beings), pitra yadnya (for the dead), and rsi yadnya (for priests).
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
